What is the IH Young Learners Foundation Course?

Who is the course for?

This course is aimed at you if you have little or no experience or formal training in teaching English as a foreign language to learners aged between 6 and 16.  If you have training or experience in teaching EFL to adults, and are interested in working with younger learners, then this course will provide you with a basic foundation of ideas.  If you have experience or training in teaching younger learners subjects other than EFL/ESL, it is possible that you will find this course highly useful; feel free to discuss this with us before enrolling.

Course Aims and Content

The course aims to give you practical ideas for the young learner classroom and an opportunity to reflect on young learner teaching theory and practice. The seminars are highly practical, covering activities and techniques used in the young learner classroom, such as using songs, drama, stories, and videos; classroom management and planning;  and approaches to teaching language and skills.

Course Structure

The IH Young Learners Foundation Course meets once a week for 3 hours, and is therefore only suitable for teachers based in Budapest.


Awarding of Certificates
The International House Young Learners Foundation Certificate is awarded to participants who complete course requirements satisfactorily; this includes 100% attendance and active participation in seminars.  

Workload
The course does not entail a high workload outside of contact hours, so it is possible for participants to maintain a full teaching load while attending the course, provided that it fits easily into your teaching schedule (if you are already teaching). 

Enrolment and Payment
If you are interested, you should submit a completed registration form as soon as possible, as there are a limited number of places on the course.  There is no interview required, but we will screen applications to ensure that the course suits each participant’s background, needs, and expectations.
